Scope of Competition

The National Website Design Competition on “The Significance and the Importance of the Commonwealth” involves research into the question:

“What does the Commonwealth mean to you? – Its significance and importance in today‘s society.”

This project requires young people between the ages of 14 and 25 years old to focus on the mission of the Commonwealth, its significance and the important role it’s playing in today’s society, with particular reference to its theme this year, 'The Environment:  Our Future'. 
They should choose a unique aspect of the Commonwealth in relation to this theme, be it Climate Change, outreach programmes or campaigns, research it and present it in a creative manner through a website, focusing on how young people could contribute to the Commonwealth.

Examples of issues/ topics could include:
· Climate Change

· Renewable and sustainable energy sources

· Any other topics of interest related to the Commonwealth
Aims and Objectives
· To create awareness of the significance and the importance of the Commonwealth.

· To raise the level of awareness among youth in the Commonwealth member countries on the importance of Climate Change and find solutions for it as we believe youth can play a key role in tackling Climate Change.

Prizes

Winners will receive the following prizes to be presented by H.E. Mr Paul Madden, British High Commissioner to Singapore, at a Prize Presentation Ceremony to be held at Eden Hall, the Official Residence of the British High Commissioner.

There will be five consolation prizes for each category of $50.00 each.

Entry Details
1. The competition is open to all NYAA Operating Authorities in Singapore. Participants can enter as individuals or as a team. However, each team should not exceed four members.

2. Each Operating Authority can submit as many entries as they like.

3. All information, research and graphics must be presented in website format and submitted to the NYAA Council on a CD-rom.

4. The design must be an original piece of work and should not have entered or been awarded a prize in any other competitions.

5. The website should be readable using both Internet Explorer and Netscape 5.0 and above.

6. The CD-rom submitted for the competition is the property of the NYAA Council and will not be returned. The organisers reserve the right to reproduce the work and hold the copyright for it.

7. A panel of judges appointed by the NYAA Council and the British High Commission will select the winners. The judges’ decision is final. The organisers will not entertain any enquiries nor enter into correspondence with any party on decisions made by the judges.

8. Each CD-rom should be properly labeled with the participant’s name, school/organisation, age, telephone number and email address.

9. The closing date for submissions is Tuesday, 4 March 2008 at 5.00pm.

10. Winners will be announced on Commonwealth Day, 10 March 2008.
